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Chairman’s Report 
 

It is with pleasure that I present the annual report for Technical 
Aid to the Disabled (SA) Inc. for 2008-2009. 
 
This past year has been one mainly of consolidation as we 
continue with our four year plan.  The advantages of having 
staff dedicated to project management and public relations 
functions has shown in the substantial increases in the numbers 
of projects and technical members, and in a marked increase in 
donations and community awareness.  During the year, the 
Management Committee decided to extend the contract of our 
Public Relations Officer, Ian Beaton, thus recognising the 
importance of this role. 
 
One area that continues to be difficult to address is attracting 
new blood to the Committee.  This is a perennial problem for all 
voluntary groups and does not appear to be changing.  It is 
understandable that most people join TADSA in order to do the 

hands on work of helping people, but we as an organisation need to maintain a strong and 
enthusiastic Management Committee to steer us into the future. 
 
 

Service Excellence Framework 
As was reported in the last annual report, we, as an organisation, have been participating in 
the Service Excellence Framework.  This program, whilst being a requirement of our service 
agreement with the State Government, meant that we had to look at the way we did things 
from a management point of view.  It was very pleasing to realise that we already had many of 
the required policies and procedures in place with only a few needing to be developed from 
scratch.  The whole process had taken more than two years, but came to fruition when we 
were advised that we were to receive our certification.  Acknowledgement and thanks for this 
achievement must go to our Office Manager, Julie Peak, and Committee member John 
Williamson for their involvement in the process. 
 
 

Management Committee 
Our Management Committee meetings have been held monthly during the year.  Once again 
much time has been spent working on TADSA policies and procedures and the Service 
Excellence Framework.  Our Management Committee has been dedicated in working towards 
our goals and this is very much appreciated. 
 
 

Financial Report 
Financial Statements for the period 1/7/08 to 30/6/09 and a list of the major donors to TADSA 
are included in this report (see pages 14, 15 & 16). 
 
Our main source of income is still from the recurrent grant from the Department for Families 
and Communities, plus other donations.  This, together with a large Government Grant given 
to TADSA in May 2006 (for a 4 year program) has helped TADSA to expand our services.  All 
donations are very much appreciated.

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Office Management 
Julie Peak (formerly Sullivan) continued as Office Manager and Newsletter Editor working 23 
hours (4 days) per week, with assistance one day per week from volunteer Annette Dumpe.  
Annette’s regular contribution is very much appreciated.  Office opening hours were increased 
part way through the year.  We are now open Monday-Friday 9am-5pm.    
 
Much time was spent during the year working on policies and procedures, Service Excellence 
Framework and the new website.  Policies and procedures are well in place with an ongoing 
scheduled monthly review, incorporating the risk register summary and strategic planning 
cycle. 
 

Client Assessments and Project Management 
With the additional public relations work carried out by our Public Relations Officer, our 
technical membership has continued to increase during the past year.  This has now given us 
the opportunity to be able to offer our services to more clients.   
 
Our paid Project Manager Travis James has been kept busy 30 hours (4 days) a week carrying 
out client assessments and co-ordinating projects with technical volunteers.  Tony Scully 
(Assistant Project Manager) has continued to offer his assistance 3 days a week.  This 
teamwork is very successful and we would like to thank Tony for the many volunteer hours per 
week he gives. 
 

Public Relations Officer 
Ian Beaton has continued this year as our paid Public Relations Officer working 22½ hours per 
week.  For the Public Relations full report see page 12. 
 

Project Group Meetings 
Issues such as design and safety for each new project are discussed at our weekly Project 
Group Meetings.  They are attended by Chairman Richard Jackson, Secretary/Technical 
Member Tony Scully, Project Manager Travis James and Technical Member Ken Lawson.  
These meetings also provide the opportunity to review the progress of other outstanding 
projects. 
 

Project Follow-Up    
It is an important policy for TADSA to follow up on completed projects, usually a month or so 
after the client has received the device.  In some instances, the client may have a deteriorating 
condition and the device originally requested by them may need to be modified to suit their 
current situation.  It is also an opportunity to evaluate our services.  Technical member Joe 
Tieste worked on these follow-ups for the first part of the year.  Technical member Ken Lawson 
has continued with this task.  Our thanks to both of them. 
 

Volunteer Inductions 
Each new volunteer is required to attend a volunteer induction in accordance with TADSA’s 
internal policies and procedures.  This induction program is an important part of becoming a 
TADSA technical member.

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Public Relations Activity 2008/09 
The level of public relations activity continued to be significant this year, building upon last 
year’s work.  This assisted the Organisation to achieve a 33% increase in the number of 
projects from the 07/08 financial year.  The following is a summary of the year’s activity. 
 

Talks to Groups/Expos –  The emphasis for this year’s talks was on client promotion. (see 
appendix page 18).   A number of radio interviews were also held including 891 ABC and 
5RPH. 
 

Publications  –  Articles promoting TADSA services were published in 26 editorials.  (see 
appendix page 18).  10 paid advertisements also complimented this ‘free’ publicity.

Country Services  – TADSA commenced expanding services into regional South Australia and 
Victor Harbor was selected as the first area to trial this expansion.  A meeting was held in 
Victor Harbor with disability service and support groups including Disability SA, Southern 
Fleurieu Health Service, Community Living Options and the Carer Support Centre.  
Occupational therapists, physiotherapists and representatives from the City of Victor Harbor 
and Southern Volunteering also attended.  The groundwork was established and TADSA will 
continue with publicity to attract volunteers and clients in this area.  It is hoped that once 
TADSA services are established in Victor Harbor, this process can be used to expand into 
other regions of South Australia. 
 

891 ABC Adelaide Car Park Caper  – TADSA was chosen as the beneficiary charity for the 
Caper held on March 21st 2009.  TADSA was the recipient of site fees from companies and 
individuals involved in the ‘garden industry’ who hired car park space to sell products or 
services on the day.  The total gold coinage entrance fees was also donated to TADSA.  Profit 
raised on the day totalled $7,000.  This was a fantastic opportunity for TADSA, benefiting not 
only from the money raised, but also from the promotion beforehand, (on both ABC radio and 
TV).  Following a short gale (we nearly lost our tent!) and a shower of rain, the sun came out 
and so did the people.   Thanks must go to all who helped on the day – technical volunteers 
Ken Lawson, Rudy Danz, Lindsay Baldwin, Stuart Hackett, Bill Black and Fred Edgington, 
committee members Richard Jackson, Tony Scully and Sue Edgington and of course our 
friendly staff, Travis, Julie and Ian.  Thanks also to the Holdfast Masonic Lodge for organising 
the BBQ (including manning the stand).  Many thanks to the ABC and their marketing team. 
 

Updating the Brand  – The process of updating the TADSA brand continued this year with all 
aspects of the stationery suite now refreshed with the new logo.   Ongoing assistance for this 
process and other smaller design projects, came from graphic designer Alison Fort who 
donated her time and skills to TADSA through the Corporate Connect Project run by HETA Inc. 
The final part of refreshing the TADSA brand is the upgrading of the TADSA website.  Through 
our association with Alison Fort we have received sponsorship for this upgrade through Rob 
and Deb Lewis and their software/web design company PaxMondeo.  Not only will PaxMondeo 
upgrade the TADSA website at no cost, they will host the site free of charge.  Our thanks to 
Rob and Deb for this generous support and of course Alison. 
 
Fundraising  – Obtaining grants and major donations to assist the Organisation with day to 
day costs (ie. rent, salaries, admin costs), continues to be a challenge as most donors/grant 
makers seek to put their names to particular projects/programs.   A number of substantial 
donations were received during the year.
