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Chairman’s Report

As this report is being prepared, we are awaiting the outcome of a request for on-going funding so we can continue
our unigue service in its present form. The predictions of a “horror” budget do nothing to help our confidence, but we
are hopeful that sufficient funds will be available for us to keep the great team of people that has, for the past four
years, worked assiduously to develop and expand our presence in the community. The substantial increases in the
number of volunteers we have and the number of clients we have assisted is clear evidence of the need of the work

we do for people with disabilities, made possible by the willingness of our technical members to give their time so |
freely.

This past year was the last of four years that was funded from a generous one-off grant received from the State Government in 2006-07. It
enabled us to establish the two extra staff positions that we saw as necessary to enable the Organisation to first reverse the decline in
Technical Volunteer numbers and then expand into the community to attract more clients. It was realised that it was unlikely we could
recruit another volunteer Project Manager from our depleted ranks — the grant we received meant that we could employ Travis James to
take over from our then Project Manager, Roger Davis. And whilst our Office Manager, Julie Peak (then Sullivan) had managed to fit in
public relations work and grant applications into all her other tasks, the addition of lan Beaton as Public Relations Officer has greatly
increased our reach into the community. It would be tragic for our Organisation if we cannot maintain this level of support to people with
disabilities. Once again, our thanks must go to our volunteers and supporters, without whom we just would not exist.

Whilst the future may not be crystal clear at the moment, one thing is certain — TADSA will be around in one form or another to continue its
32 years of service to the community.

Management Committee

Our Management Committee meetings have been held monthly during the year. We appreciate the time our dedicated committee has
given in working towards our goals. Extra time spent by committee members by participating in weekly project meetings, staff assessments
etc. is also very much appreciated.

Financial Report

Financial statements for the period 1/7/2009 to 30/6/2010 and a list of our major supporters are included in this report (see pages 12 &13).
Our main source of funds for the last year was the balance of the grant received in 2006-07 from the State Government, supplemented by
the recurrent grant from the Department of Families and Communities, grants from various Government departments and private sources,
and donations from a diverse range of donors. Our thanks go to all that provided the support that is essential for our existence.

Julie Peak continued as Office Manager and Newsletter Editor working 23 hours (4 days) per week, with assistance one day per week
from volunteer Annette Dumpe. Annette’s regular contribution is very much appreciated. Much time was spent during the year working on
and maintaining TADSA's policies and procedures, newsletters and the new website, plus normal office management.

Client Assessments and Project Management

Our paid Project Manager Travis James has been kept busy 30 hours (4) days per week with increased project enquiries due to additional
public relations work. Technical Membership has had a moderate increase, while the number of projects has increased by 15.4% from last
year. Tony Scully has given volunteer assistance to the Project Manager during the year to help with assessments. This teamwork is very
successful and we would like to thank Tony for the many volunteer hours per week he gives.

Public Relations
lan Beaton has continued this year as our paid Public Relations Officer working 22%2 hours per week. It has been a very active year for
public relations and this is reflected in the increased number of projects, donations and overall TADSA activity. (see pages 11 & 16).

Project Group Meetings

Issues such as design and safety for each new project are discussed at our weekly Project Group Meetings. They are attended by
Chairman Richard Jackson, Secretary/Technical Member Tony Scully, Project Manager Travis James, and Technical Members Ken
Lawson & Fred Stace. These meetings also provide the opportunity to review the progress of any outstanding projects.

Project Follow-Up and Feedback

It is an important policy for TADSA to contact the client usually a month or so after the delivery of their new or modified project. In some
instances, the client may have a deteriorating condition and the device originally requested by them may need to be modified to suit their
current situation. It is also an opportunity to evaluate our services. Technical member Ken Lawson worked on these follow-ups during the
year. An evaluation sheet was completed for each project and then passed on to Julie Peak (Volunteer Liaison Officer) to report back to
the relevant technical member who did the project to advise them if it was working well for the client or if it needed a little extra work. This
system works very well with clients and individual technical members appreciating the courtesy call informing them of the outcome.

Volunteer Inductions

All volunteers joining TADSA are required to attend a volunteer induction which includes an initial formal interview with the Project
Manager and another staff member, followed by a meeting with the Office Manager and introduction to any other staff and office
volunteers. The induction concludes with a viewing of a 20 minute DVD “Just Like You” — a guide to etiquette and communicating with
people with a disability. This induction program is an important part of becoming a TADSA technical member.

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Equipment Loans

Assessment Kits

Our assessment kits are an important part of our assessment procedure. During an assessment, if one of our existing
commercial devices is suitable, it can be left with the client whilst their own equipment is on order. Not all assessments
result in the client needing tailor made equipment. This system enables us to provide rapid response if a commercial
device is available via our assessment kits. We have during the year added a number of new items into these kits
including a new voice amplifier (donated), and a Senior Pilot (infra red remote control).

Page-turners

Our loan pool of page-turners has done an outstanding job over the past 30 years or so, but new technology is
gradually taking the place of these machines. We are constantly on the lookout for equipment to include in our loan
pool that would provide an easier and broader benefit and we see in the near future some of our page-turners being
replaced by devices such as the IPad. At this stage, however, we still receive occasional enquiries for this service and
we will maintain enough page-turners to fill the need as required. Page-turners are available for loan to people with
severe disabilities or who are terminally ill. Each machine has been modified by TADSA to accept various switching
devices.

Heavy Duty Electric Wheelchairs

We have two heavy duty electric wheelchairs for loan to people usually living in country areas. Any modifications or adaptions needed are
carried out by our technical volunteers with the appropriate skills. These chairs have helped many people to access an environment that
another standard chair may not whilst waiting for their own equipment. It has been a very much appreciated service when in some
instances the waiting period could be quite lengthy.

Launch of Freedom Wheels

TADSA Freedom wheels is a national program involving all state TADs working with TADNSW who, with
support from Amway One By One Foundation have developed a range of standard add-ons that fit on a range of
standard bikes. This now means that an occupational therapist or physiotherapist can “prescribe” the
attachments needed to correctly support a child, and a bike set up by TAD technical volunteers to suit is
delivered to the child. TADSA launched its first Freedom Wheels Clinic at Novita, attended by a group of
TADSA volunteers, occupational therapists, physiotherapists, (Novita), technical member Neville Armstrong and
Andrew Webb (occupational therapist), both from TADVIC. We are very grateful to Storpac for the ongoing
donation of storage space for the bikes and accessories and Budget for use of a van when required. We
especially thank Tony Scully and his team for the many hours spent working on this program.

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Public Relations Activity 2009/2010

Public relations activities again assisted with the continued growth of the Organisation. A 15.4% increase in the number of projects completed this year
contributed to an over 40% increase since the 07/08 financial year.

Talks to Groups/Expos - Talks and expos continue to be an important component of the public relations program, enabling information about the
Organisation’s services to be given to a diverse range of people. Groups which received presentations included Disability SA, service clubs and support
organisations. TADSA representatives also appeared on Coast FM, Radio Adelaide and ABC 891. (See Appendix page 16)

Publications — Articles about TADSA and our services were published in 17 publications. 15 paid advertisements and 54 entries in Messenger Newspapers’
Noticeboard complimented this free publicity. (See Appendix pagel6).

Country Services — The Organisation’s expansion into Victor Harbor continued this year. We now have a small group of volunteers based in the Southern
Fleurieu and several projects have been completed.

Updating the Brand — The updating of the TADSA website which was the final element of the re-branding process was completed during the year.
Unfortunately due to unforseen circumstances, a new website developer had to be found and assistance with this came from the Technology Industry
Association. South Australian company WallCann was engaged to update/upgrade the TADSA site. As well as providing information on TADSA services and
volunteering opportunities, the site also features two videos (an ABC Stateline story and a promotional video produced by Flinders University media students),
information on completed projects, an online donations page and an online shop. This shop features amongst other products, commercially available devices to
help people who struggle with day to day activities. TADSA will receive a commission from any sale that occurs through its site. Minister for Disability the Hon.
Jennifer Rankine launched the site at Parliament House on May 26. (see page 14).
